GRASS-LEGUME 

MEADOW SEEDLINGS 

Excepting for hog pasture or for 

seed production it is usually wise in 

seeding meadows to blend a grass 

with a legume. 

While it has been found at the Do- 

minion Experimental Sub-Station, 

Beaver lodge, Alberta, that properly 

inoculated stands of alfalfa consist- 

ently outyield the best grasses in 

meadows cropped for two or three 

years, ‘and while sweet clover is more 

productive than either during the one 

cropping season, it is nevertheless 

recommended that one or more 

grasses be seeded along with either 

depth of seeding are the chief fac- 

tors upon which the grower must 

focus his attention. 

Because crested wheat grass is 

tender in the seedling stage it is ne- 

cessary to provide conditions most 

favorable to its rapid development at 

that time. A firm, fine seed-bed well 

supplied with moisture and reason. 

ably free fiom weeds is essential.

Farmers should encourage them to 

make the best quality, rather than 

the poorest, in order that more farm 

products may be assimilated through 

this large Canadian industry. Our 

governments are wondering how 

they can assist the farmers. Isn't 

this a logical outlet for produce of 

the farm?—Picton Times.
